6 Pleasing Players  [and the rest – my pick Vincelot, Fleck, Maddison, 
   Baker, Christie, Wilson] 
5 Thousand Pounds  [estimated amount spent by typical fan following 
   Sky Blues since Sisu took over] 
4 Years in Court  [from Rent dispute in 2012 to Supreme Court  
   refusing leave to appeal in 2016] 
3 Play Offs   [no of times that arguably CCFC should have  
   reached play off or automatic promotion spots in 
   last 9 seasons] 
2 Training Grounds  [Academy + Ryton both under threat]
